The Sports Park is fairly new and most Sat Navs will take you as far as Beacon 

Avenue, which is at the entrance of the Sports Park.

You will find high level hanging banners with „Kings Hill Sports Park‟ located at 

key points along the route. Please follow these. 

Access to the Sports Park is via residential streets and visitors should respect the 

speed limit and be mindful of children, cyclists, etc. 

 

Upon entering the park, please drive to the far end football pitch.  

 

If it‟s very busy you may need to park on the left hand bank alongside the football 

pitches or in the overflow car park at the entrance to the Sports Park. No parking in 

adjacent residential streets please. 

 

Entry to the field can either be alongside the gate across from the far end of the 

pitch, or through the bridle path across from the Club House.
