From the M2/A2 turn southwards onto the A227, & pass through Meopham.

Vigo RFC is just east of Vigo Village.
The entrance will be marked with archery target signs on the day.

Rounds:
The round to be shot by all will be the Double National to GNAS rules (i.e. in one

direction only). Entry to this tournament is therefore limited to members of
GNAS/ArcheryGB and proof of membership may be requested at the tournament.

This tournament is not a National Record Status event.



Eligibility: Only archers affiliated to ArcheryGB or another FITA

member association are eligible to shoot; proof of membership may be requested at
the tournament.

The Round: Double National for all competitors.

Timing: Shooting will be in two ends each of 3 arrows in 2½

minutes in accordance with GNAS rule 304(f)(i) – the traditional way!
