Eligibility: This tournament is open to archers who are existing members of
ArcheryGB. Proof of membership will be requested at the tournament.

(GNAS Law 20.b.v ) or as a Direct Member of KAA (provided, of
course, that you are).

Drug Testing: You are liable for drug testing, and competitors approached to give samples
must comply. If you refuse, that refusal will be treated as a positive result.
Entries from archers under the age of 18 must be signed by a parent/guardian
to signify consent to their child being drug tested.
